COLORADO SCHOLARSHIPS

American Council of Engineering Companies (ACEC) of Colorado endows over $30,000 in scholarships for bright, young engineers. Upper-
division engineering majors entering their junior, senior, or fifth year could receive one of five funds, such as the Sandy Donnel Memorial
Scholarship.

Applicants must be gay, lesbian, bisexual or transgendered, reside in Colorado and be accepted or enrolled in an accredited Colorado
institution of higher education.

Any graduating senior or returning student to an accredited institution with a membership at Arapahoe CU is eligible. $5000 (2 scholarships
of $2,500 each) is available to our members.

The North Colorado Medical Center Foundation offers three Belle M. Loustalet Memorial Nursing Scholarships annually for $3,500 each.
The scholarship is awarded annually to an individual who has been accepted into an accredited nursing program with plans to complete a
bachelor’s or associate’s degree in nursing.

Rank in the top five percent of their graduating class or the top two students in classes under 40 students. Score 1200 or higher on the SAT
reading and math sections combine or 27 or higher on the ACT.. Scholarship amount ranges from $50,000 - $160,000.

The Bradley D. Gendron Memorial Scholarship is awarded by the Diabetes Scholars Foundation annually. High school seniors who've
successfully managed living with diabetes could use funding at any accredited four-year university or technical school.

$1250 dollars to eligible high school graduates who will be attending an undergraduate program at an in-state college or university.
Fourteen scholarships are awarded annually, and emphasis is placed on community service.

The Western Governors’ Foundation is proud to host the 2022 Celebrate the West regional art competition, which challenges high school
students to create original works inspired by their state.

The purpose of the College Access Challenge Grant Program (CACGP) is to foster partnerships among federal, state, and local governments
and philanthropic organizations through matching challenge grants that are aimed at increasing the number of low-income students who
are prepared to enter and succeed in postsecondary education.

CESDA will be awarding seven $1000 (contingent on the availability of funds) awards. Each scholarship is a one time, non-renewable award.

Please note that the CESDA Diversity Scholarship Application requires several
written components and documents that need to be uploaded to the application.

Credit Union of Colorado Foundation sponsors 10 annual scholarships for $5,000 apiece. An additional three $1,500 scholarships are
presented for students enrolling in the 13-site Colorado Community College System. CUOFCO members residing in Colorado could earn
these renewable awards to fulfill financial aid gaps each May.

The Daniels Fund Scholarship Program consists of the Daniels Scholarship, for graduating high school seniors, and the Daniels Opportunity
Scholarship, for nontraditional students.

The Denver Foundation offers a number of scholarship programs for which students and teachers can apply.

The Denver Scholarship Foundation inspires and empowers Denver Public Schools’ students to enroll in and graduate from post-secondary
institutions of higher education, by providing the tools, knowledge, and financial resources essential for success.

To be considered eligible for our program, you must be a graduating high school senior planning to attend a four-year accredited academic
institution, minimum 3.5 GPA, must demonstrate strong commitment to the community, ability to persevere through difficult
circumstances, possess excellent leadership skills and financial need. Student must also demonstrate financial need.

The Museum of Contemporary Art (MCA) Denver grants its Failure Fair Scholarships to young Coloradoans who submit an innovative, risk-
taking creative project.

The ACMPE Scholarship Fund Inc. (SFl) is a program that supports individuals who, by virtue of experience, current position and future
career plans, demonstrate potential to contribute to MGMA's mission of transforming healthcare.

The Foundation awards over $380,000 yearly to scholarship recipients who’re the natural or adopted children of employees killed or
permanently disabled in compensable workplace accidents. Before their 25th birthday and the April 15th deadline, candidates should
submit their parent’s General Admission of Liability.

Applicants must be a member of the Black/African-American race and must be a full time Colorado resident for a minimum of five years.
Applications are only accepted from current high school seniors. Average undergraduate grant is normally $5,000 a year.

Simon Youth Foundation works to help students achieve their goals, and cost alone should not prevent a student from furthering their
education. Each year, SYF awards, on average, $1 million, based on available funding, in scholarships to help students with the cost of post-
secondary education.

The Stephen T. Marchello Scholarship Foundation was created in 1999 by two grieving parents who lost their hockey fanatic son to Ewing’s
sarcoma. Scholarships award $1,000 to college-bound seniors who’ve overcome a cancer diagnosis.

Warrick Dunn Charities’ Hearts for Community Service scholarships help to offset the financial burden of attending a post-secondary
institution and support student’s goals to better themselves academically by creating access to higher paying jobs, economic stability, and
a better quality of life for themselves and generations to come.

Have an interest in confectionery technology College sophomores, juniors or seniors who have a demonstrated interest in confectionery
technology can receive a scholarship.

The American Fire Sprinkler Association created the college scholarship program to help with the educational and training pursuits of
students. The AFSA wants to educate the public-at-large about the life-saving properties of automatic fire sprinklers.

With up to ten scholarships available per year, the Asparagus Club offers funding to any student interested in pursuing an education in a
field related to the grocery industry.

For nearly 30 years, the Collegiate Inventors Competition (CIC) has been providing funding for young inventors from more than 180
different countries. Have a great, innovative idea? Build and submit your invention and you could be one of the next students to be
rewarded for their imagination and ingenuity.

This contest is designed to give high school and collegiate-level students the opportunity to flex their creativity and design an original
greeting card. All artwork must be original and can include photography and graphic design. Non-winning greeting cards may still be
selected for publishing, in which case the artist will be compensated.

David Letterman started a scholarship in 1985 for Ball State students with a telecommunications major or minor. A self-described average
student, Letterman based his scholarship primarily on creativity, not grades. Applying students must submit a creative project, such as
writing, research, interactive media, computer graphics, or websites.

Debt.com will give you $500 simply for applying for other scholarships.

The debate regarding home ownership differences between the Boomer and Millennial generations has been a hot point for discussion
recently. This scholarship allows students to express their opinions on their controversial matter by discussing the pros and cons of renting
versus buying a home. Essays are required to be a minimum of 800 words.

The Gamers Helping Gamers program disperses up to two non-renewable scholarships annually for students who enjoy playing Magic: The
Gathering. Applicants will be required to submit a written statement discussing their favorite and least favorite Magic cards, as well as the
reasons they feel Magic: The Gathering can teach lessons that are applicable to the real world.

Doodle for Google is an annual art contest open to students in grades K-12. Students are invited to create their own Google Doodle for the
chance to have it featured on Google.com, as well as win some great scholarships and tech packages for their schools.
